	INSTRUCTIONS:
This entry form is divided into five parts.  Sections 1 and 2 address the candidate’s achievements during five of his or her final six semesters in high school.  This information is normally obtained from school records.  Sections three and four are to be prepared by the candidate.  Section five must be filled out in full.

All grading should be based on a five-semester period beginning with the sophomore (10th grade) year and ending with the close of the first semester of the senior (12th grade) year.  Make sure to enter a score for each semester in each appropriate activity column as well as a total score.
Section 1a – Activities

Student Government/Class Government – Grade on basis of highest office held per group each semester.

Newspaper/School Publications – Grade on basis of highest position held per publication each semester

Musical Organization – This category denotes participation in any school-sponsored musical group.  Choir denotes any school-sponsored vocal group.  Orchestra denotes any formal, school-sponsored symphonic musical organization, but not included in band activities.  Drum major/majorette must be part of a school-sponsored activity.

	Stage Production – Performer denotes active participation on stage as a member of a theatrical or similar school-sponsored production.  Production Crew denotes participation in an activity necessary to support a school-sponsored performance (i.e. stage manager, director, costumes, publicity).  Only one performance of one production may be counted per semester.     
Athletic Teams, Club Membership – see explanation on entry form.  

Section 1b – Community Service Activities 

Community Organization Membership and Volunteer Service (hours) – see explanation on entry form.

Section 2 – Grades

Grade point average is for each semester beginning with the sophomore (10th grade) year and ending with the close of the first semester of the senior (12th grade) year.  The score for this section will be calculated by multiplying the candidate’s G.P.A. (using the 4.0 system) by 50. A candidate’s G.P.A. may not exceed 4.0.

Section 3 – Special Achievements/Awards

The candidate should select their top ten special achievements and awards, specifying whether each was earned at the local, state, or national level.  These achievements should be described in the space provided in the entry.  

Debate Activities -  Winner denotes any recognized award achieved as an individual or as a member of a team in either an inter- or intra-school competition.  However, only one such victory may be counted per semester.  The term “team” denotes any group representing either a high school class or the high school as a whole.  If the candidate receives a score as a winner and is part of a team, he or she should also receive credit for team membership.


	Section 4 – Essay

The subject of the 2010 essay is “Inspired by the Power of Community Service.”  Instructions for developing and submitting the essay are included in the entry.
