Scrapbooks should be neatly prepared, be attractive in appearance, and contain a record of the club's publicity efforts. Photos, newsletters, correspondence, and newspaper articles are possible items to include in the scrapbook. 

Scrapbooks should be prepared with a new cover each year. For competition purposes, 0 points will be awarded for the use of a previous year's cover. 

To be eligible for competition, the first page, inside the cover, must contain: 

A.  Club Name 

B.  City 

C.  Club membership (as of July 1st, the beginning of the administrative year) 

D. Name of the place where meetings are held, and the day and time of the meetings. 

E.  Roster of Club Officers and Directors for the administrative year covered by the scrapbook (If changes were made during the year, list either the officers/directors in office during. majority of the year, or those in office as of April, whichever seems more appropriate for your club situation). 

F.  Picture of last year's scrapbook cover, or a statement that there was no scrapbook submitted the previous year. 

Deadline Date: A club must notify District Awards Chairperson no later than April 15th of its intention to submit a scrapbook in the District Best Scrapbook Competition. Club scrapbook must then be on display in the designated display area no later than 9:00 a.m. on Saturday of the District Convention. 

The Best Scrapbook Awards will be presented at the Florida District Convention in May. Club must be represented, and a member or members of the club MUST be in attendance at the Convention for the club to win the award.

BEST BULLETIN AWARD

A bulletin is a very important club communications tool. Every club is strongly encouraged to have a bulletin. It is recommended that the bulletin be printed with the regularity of the club meetings. The purpose of a club bulletin is to motivate club members, encourage members to participate in club activities and events, inform the members of upcoming events, and to report the success of completed projects and programs. 

Bulletins are on display at the District Convention, thus affording an excellent opportunity to see the formats used by other clubs and to see what types of articles and coverage are in the bulletins. 

Bulletins should contain material in good taste; penalties will be applied by the judges if they consider material to be offensive and in bad taste. Use of advertising in the bulletin will neither add nor detract from the judging of the bulletin. 

All, bulletins should have a name, and should carry in the masthead (or be otherwise regularly displayed) the following: the official emblem of the National Exchange Club, the complete, proper name of the club, the date and issue number of each bulletin, the mailing address of the club, and the name of the editor and editorial staff. 

Competition Categories: Competition categories are based on your club's membership size as of July 1st (the beginning of the administrative year). To be in conformity with the National Best Club Bulletin Awards, the two Best Club Bulletin competition categories are: 

(1) Clubs with 49 and fewer members, and 

(2) Clubs with 50 and more members. 

Awards Period: The dates for District Competition are from July 1st through March 1st. (The National awards year is published annually in the National Awards Handbook). 

Send to: Entries must be submitted to the Florida District Awards Chairperson. 

Deadline Date: Entries must be postmarked no later than March 15. 

Preparing the Entry: A copy of each issue published during the competition period should be submitted. (To be eligible for the National competition, the bulletin must be published at least once a month). Bulletins should be submitted, bound or otherwise fastened between covers, with the latest edition on top or first in the binding. The cover is not judged in competition. 

All entries must contain as the first page a statement signed by the bulletin editor showing: 

(1).  Club membership as of July 1st, 

(2).  Statement as to the frequency of the publication relative to the frequency of the club meetings, "The Exchange Club of XYZ meets weekly; the club bulletin is published monthly",

(3).  A statement of circulation, indicating the names and titles of District Officers, etc. to whom the bulletin is regularly distributed. (Each club should regularly send its bulletin to: The National Exchange Club, Florida District President, Vice President, President-Elect, Treasurer, Secretary, Immediate Past President, Editor of the Florida Exchangite, appropriate District Director (of your division), all members of your club, and to any other club deems appropriate). 

Failure to provide the above-required information will result in the disqualification of your entry. The following page is a cover page, which can be filled in and submitted. 

The Florida District Best Bulletin Awards will be presented at the Florida District Convention in May. A club must be represented, and a member or members of the club MUST be in attendance at the convention for the club to win the award. The two winning bulletins will be submitted by the District President to the “National Best Bulletin Award Competition”; submission deadline for the National competition is April 10th.

CONVENTION ATTENDANCE award

Attendance at District Conventions can be very rewarding and educational to all who attend. Club Presidents should urge ALL club members, and especially all club officers, to attend the Florida District Convention. The benefits to each attendee can go a long way toward furthering the future of Exchange, and building strong local clubs. 

Competition Categories: The three competition categories are based on your club's membership size as of July 1st (the beginning of the administrative year). The categories are: 

(1).  Clubs with 30 and fewer members, and 


(2).  Clubs with 31 to 60 members. 

(3) Clubs with 61 members or more

. 

To recognize those clubs, which have the greatest attendance at the District Convention, the following rules apply: 

An   each registered Exchangite and Spouse/Guest will be counted. Note: Attendees must have timely send in their registration forms and checks PRIOR to the Convention. 

B.  The total number of Exchangites and Spouses/Guests from each club in attendance will be multiplied by the number of miles traveled to the Convention site. The resultant figure will be the total score for that club. 

C.  To encourage early registration, the scores will be weighted as follows:


*  Attendees registering on Friday prior to 2:00 p.m. will be counted as "mileage X 2" 

*  Attendees registering after 2:00 p.m. on Friday and on Saturday morning prior to 12:00 noon will be "Mileage X 1" 

*  No credit will be given for anyone registering after 12:00 noon on Saturday. 

D.  Host Club is not eligible to participate.

E. Clubs within a 25-mile radius of the convention site will receive one-half the total points as their final score. 

The Convention Attendance Awards will be presented at the Florida District Convention in May.

EXCHANGITE 0F THE YEAR AWARD

Nomination Requirements

The District Exchangite of the Year Award is to recognize and honor an individual Exchangite who has made an extraordinary contribution to Exchange. This individual must have impacted on Exchange beyond just his/her club level. Involvement on District committees and/or with a local Exchange Center, having built a new club, and making Exchange more known in the community are some ways an individual could help Make a Difference. An Exchangite of the Year is someone who can "See the Need and Meet the Challenge". Of course, this individual also has greatly contributed to his/her own Exchange Club, and has been the recipient of a Club Exchangite of the Year award. 

Nomination Requirements: 

A.  Each Club is limited to one nomination. 

B. Nominee must be a member in good standing of a chartered Florida District Exchange Club as of March 31st. 

C. Nomination is to be in the form of a letter from the President of the nominee's Exchange Club, setting forth the relative information upon which the nomination is being made. 

Nomination is to be based on the nominee's voluntary contribution as an Exchangite to his/her club, district, community, State and/or nation. 

D. All Exchangites in the Florida District are eligible for nomination EXCEPT for Current    District Officers, Current District Directors, and the Immediate Past District President. 

E. The nominee must have previously been a recipient of the Club's Exchangite of the Year award. 

F.  Recipient MUST be in attendance at the Convention to receive the award. (Exceptions may be granted; the extenuating circumstances will be examined on a case-by-case basis). 

G. The District President must receive nominations no later than April 15th. This Award may be submitted by e-mail: Eric Menger <flexchange@att.net>; 

The award will be presented at the Florida District Convention in May. The Exchangite of the Year may NOT be awarded every year.

Nomination Requirements
